He has toured throughout the U.S., Europe, and the
Far East both as a soloist and in chamber concerts.

He has made joint solo and chamber performances with

Michael Rabin, Jaime Laredo, Emanuel Ax, Szymon Goldberg, and Julius Baker, and given premieres of
numerous works for solo violin by major American, European, and Asian composers. He is the
conductor of the Bowdoin Festival Orchestra. Mr. Kaplan is a juror in high demand by numerous
international competitions. He has recorded for Columbia, CRI, Folkways, and Odyssey Records.

Mr Kaplan is a Recipient of the Knights Cross of the Order of Merit of the Federal Republic of Germany,
and is the 2011/12 Holder of the William Schuman Scholar’s Chair at the Juilliard School.
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
