He is the
conductor of the Bowdoin Festival Orchestra. Mr. Kaplan is a juror in high demand by numerous
international competitions. He has recorded for Columbia, CRI, Folkways, and Odyssey Records.

Mr Kaplan is a Recipient of the Knights Cross of the Order of Merit of the Federal Republic of Germany,
and is the 2011/12 Holder of the William Schuman Scholar’s Chair at the Juilliard School.
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
